Seventeen year old disabled alpine ski racer, Adam Hall made a clean sweep at the USA Eastern Region NorAm Races for the Disabled at Waterville Valley, New Hampshire recently.  Adam, a student at Taieri High School near Dunedin, took first place in all three events.  These were the Super G, Giant Slalom and Slalom.

Adam has returned to Winter Park, Colorado to join Auckland’s Anthony Field for the USA Disabled Alpine Championships which are being held this week in Vail, Colorado.  Both athletes are looking forward to their last races before heading back to New Zealand.  
Anthony Field and Adam Hall both hope to qualify for the New Zealand Winter Paralympic Team and compete at the Torino Winter Paralympics in March 2006.  Selection for the New Zealand team will be finalised later this year, but both athletes have been lowering their ASD (FIS) race points with consistent finishes during the northern winter in both Europe and North America. 
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
