Alpine Disabled Ski Racers Anthony Field (Auckland) and Adam Hall (Dunedin) spent Easter weekend competing at the US Disabled Nationals in Vail, Co.  Anthony broke his leg badly last year during downhill training, so was determined to complete this event.  He placed a very creditable 10th.  It was Adam’s first downhill of the season, and he is pleased to have it under his belt.  He finished 1st in the Junior Men’s Slalom (under 18) and 4th in the Open Men’s Slalom. 
Anthony returns to New Zealand next week while Adam spends the next two weeks competing at the US Snowboard Nationals at Copper Mountain, Co. in a disabled event which is being staged for the first time.
Anthony Field and Adam Hall both hope to qualify for the New Zealand Winter Paralympic Team and compete at the Torino Winter Paralympics in March 2006.  Selection for the New Zealand team will be finalised later this year, but both athletes have been lowering their ASD (FIS) race points with consistent finishes during the northern winter in both Europe and North America.
