LAST CHANGE TO QUALIFY FOR WINTER PARALYMPICS

New Zealand skier Anthony Field gets his last chance in Korea next week and Japan the week after, to qualify for the ninth Winter Paralympics in Torino, Italy, from March 10-19.

Field, supported by coach Jane Stevens, will compete in the Slalom at both the Pyeong Chang IPC - World Cup Alpine Skiing from January 21-28 and the Yamaha Motors - IPC ​ World Cup Alpine Skiing from January 28 to February 1.

New Zealand Paralympic team chef de mission, Gerald Davies, said that hard work has paid off for Field who has been training with the British and Spanish teams in Europe.

 “If Ants achieves a top 20 placing in Japan or Korea he’s making a strong statement to the Paralympic Games selectors.” Davies said.

For Adam Hall, the pressure is not so intense as he has already qualified for Torino, the only New Zealand representative so far.

“Hall has already been selected for the Slalom, Giant Slalom and Super G and the World Cups in Japan and Korea will be perfect opportunities for Adam to prepare for Torino,” Davies said.
