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MIXED RESULTS FOR NEW ZEALAND’S PARALYMPIANS
The New Zealand Winter Paralympic Team had mixed results in the Men’s Giant Slalom at Sestriere Borgata in Italy yesterday.

Anthony Field placed 35 overall out of a starting line up of 66.  Field gained nine places in an outstanding second run.  “I’m very happy with my result, this is what I’ve been training for all season” said Field.

Adam Hall placed 43 in the same event and was disappointed with the result.  “It was definitely not my day for this race, I’m unhappy with the result.  I’ll now be putting all my efforts into the Slalom which is my preferred event,” he said.

The final race for the Kiwis will be the Slalom between 10am ​ 3pm (10pm ​ 3am NZ Time) on the 18th March.  Following this event will be the Closing Ceremony on the 19th March.
